
Congress Park Alley Clean Up 
Over 100 people took to the alleys in Congress Park this past May.  The goal was to rid the alleys of trash, yard 
debris and meet their neighbors.  There were five Alley Captains who championed the cause on their blocks.

Each of these volunteers took the challenge by responding to Congress Park Neighbors who organized a 
“How to Organize an Alley Clean Up” guide created by Jacqueline Kimble.  Working with 
Jacqueline, each of the Block Captains were given an easy checklist to follow for setting up an Alley Clean Up.  
Complimentary trash bags were given to each location by “Keep Denver Beautiful.”  To thank all the volunteers, a 
gift bag was given to each participant with discounts or free items from local businesses and bottled water.

This event started in 2007 with the Adams/Cook block.  Last year, there were 17 people who collected 75 bags 
of trash in 2 1/2 hours.  This year, the same block had 15 people collect 35 bags of trash and yard debris in 1 1/2 
hours.  We really made inroads in the past and the alley was much easier to clean in 2008.  With the five block 
participation, we had between 100-150 volunteers (including the school children) and collected about 150 bags 
of trash.
